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OFFICE PROJECT’S £1m TRANSFORMATION

A key component in the redevelopment of the Cathedral Precinct in Liverpool City Centre is set to come to the market.

Cardinal House has been significantly altered and improved to provide outstanding two-storey office space for sale or to let in the grounds of Liverpool’s Grade II* listed Metropolitan Cathedral.
This scheme forms part of the overall £20m redevelopment of the Cathedral Precinct, being undertaken by Neptune Developments working in partnership with the Liverpool Archdiocese, and which includes the successful Liverpool Science Park which is now home to several leading knowledge-based businesses.

Work on-site at Cardinal House is set to be completed in December after a nine-month programme which has resulted in a £1 million transformation - one which, importantly, is sensitive to its surroundings.

The Cardinal House development comprises 13,000 sq ft of office space over two floors and has the added benefit of 17 on-site car parking spaces, as well as being situated within the vibrant University Quarter and close to the City Centre and Lime Street station.

The joint agents for the scheme are Mason Owen and Hitchcock Wright who expect the completed office accommodation to attract significant interest.

“I think a measure of the likely interest is that we have already had people asking for a viewing, even when there was little that could be seen because of the work going on,” said Chris Connor of Mason Owen.

“This represents an outstanding opportunity, especially considering the standard of the work that has gone into preparing the building.”

The building is on the market at a figure of £2.2 million or is available to rent, and interest is anticipated from people looking to stay within the locality, but who need more flexible accommodation.

“We feel that the property could well attract those people who currently have accommodation in places like Rodney Street where parking is less convenient and they cannot make significant changes to their properties,” added Brian Ricketts of Hitchcock Wright.

“Here we have had a new lift installed and the materials and finishes are of an exceptional standard to complement their surroundings.”

Chris added: “Neptune have an outstanding reputation with this sort of redevelopment, and that reputation has been fully endorsed by the work on Cardinal House.”
