Green Light for New Brighton 

Neptune Developments’ Phase One proposals for the regeneration of New Brighton have received the green light from the Government today following a decision not to call in the plans.

Wirral’s Planning Committee granted approval for the £17 million scheme earlier this month but all schemes of this size could be called in for Government scrutiny in a process that can take months to complete. 

The Government green light means Neptune’s proposals to revamp the Floral Pavilion and create new commercial leisure space and 37 apartments at New Brighton’s Town Square will now start on site in June 2007 with a completion date in Summer 2008.

Rob Mason, Neptune’s Development Director, said today: “We are very pleased with the Government’s decision and this means work can finally now begin to regenerate and restore New Brighton.”

Neptune are now working on proposals for further phases of work in New Brighton in close liaison with Wirral Council and with local community groups.

Rob Mason continued: “New Brighton deserves this opportunity to rebuild its reputation and image as a vibrant seaside resort. The refurbishment of the Floral Pavilion, to be completed in time for the vital Pantomime season in 2008, will take the first steps to breathe new life into the area.
