Neptune Developments Hand Over Completed Science Park 

Neptune Developments has delivered a second landmark building for Liverpool Science Park – on time and on budget – which completes the outstanding £35 million Cathedral Precinct redevelopment in the heart of the City’s historic Knowledge Quarter.

Set against the impressive backdrop of the Metropolitan Cathedral, the inspirational architecture of Liverpool Science Park’s second phase of development reflects the latest innovations in building design. Named ic2, this is the one of the first buildings in Liverpool to receive an ‘Excellent’ Breeam rating, (BRE Environmental Assessment Method), the best practice award for sustainable design, measuring a building’s environmental performance. ic2 is already generating a huge amount of interest with one third of the building currently under option.
The four-storey 38,750 sq ft facility on Brownlow Hill provides access to the Knowledge Quarter’s unique research, cultural offering and the City’s transport networks. Local construction company Mayfield, completed the state of the art building to deliver a premium working environment along with flexible office and laboratory accommodation. The finished product is expected to as popular as the Science Park’s ic1 facility which is now fully occupied.

The Liverpool Science Park is a joint venture between Liverpool City Council, John Moores University and the University of Liverpool and is part-financed by the European Union under Merseyside’s Objective One ERDF programme, Government Office for the North West and the North West Regional Development Agency.
